Curriculum of International Master Degree Program

Chapter 1: Admission

1.1. Students eligible for admission are international students with fluent English. The application deadlines for the fall semester and spring semester are March 31th and October 31th, respectively. 
1.2. Applications to this program are reviewed by the Graduate Studies Committee, chaired by the Department Head.
Chapter 2: Curriculum 

2.1. The minimum and maximum periods of study for the completion of the program are 1 and 4 years, respectively.
2.2. Degree requirement: 

· 30 credits are required, including 6 credits of thesis research and writing and 24 credits of course work with a passing grade of 70.
· Of the 24 course credits, 18 credits must be offered by our department, and the rest can be from other departments of this school with the permission from the Department Head.  

2.3 Credit waiver:
· Students can follow the rules set by the schools to waive the credits, with a maximum of 9 credits.

Chapter 3: Master Thesis Advisory and Defense:
3.1 The thesis advisor should be a full-time faculty of our department

3.2 The student should hand in the “Advisor Form” (see Attachment A) in the first semester. If, for any reason, the student finds it necessary to change his/her advisor, he/she should obtain the agreement from the current and new advisors and inform the department of the change. “Advisor Change Form” (see Attachment B) should be filled out in such a case.

3.3 Students of this program should apply for the oral defense one month prior the examination. The application form should be signed by the advisor and the department head.

3.4 Students passing the oral defense will be awarded the Master degree in Engineering.

Chapter 4: Scholarship and part-time Employment:
4.1 Students awarded the scholarship from the department should perform the assignment given by the department, should it be related to administration, teaching, or research. 

4.2 Students of this program, except for part-time students, are not allowed to have an employment outside campus. If granted by the department under special circumstances, the student has to give up on the scholarship during the time of employment outside campus.
4.3 If the employment rules are violated, the student will be penalized and cannot apply for the oral defense within one year.
